
Belzebuth- French, The strongest beer 
in the world, 13% alcohol.  

Svyturys- EKSTRA DRAUGHT is the 
first non-pasteurised beer pioneering the 
draught beer segment in Lithuania. 5.2% 
alcohol volume.

Weihenstephaner- Germany, from, 
what justifiably claims to be the oldest 
brewery in the world still in operation. 
      
Piraat- Voted overall Best Amber Beer 
(Gold medal) in the California Microbrew 
Beer Festival 1995.Piraat is a wickedly 
rich and rounded brew that packs a 
mighty punch. The powerful glow builds 
up from inside. Deep golden with a 
subtle haze. Lots of hops and malt. Mild 
sweetness. Reminiscent of bread dough, 
spices and tropical fruit.

Duchesse de Bourgogne- is the 
traditional Flemish red ale. This refresh-
ing ale is matured in oak casks; smooth 
with a rich texture and interplay of pas-
sion fruit, and chocolate, and a long, dry 
and acidic finish.     
   
St Bernardus Abt 12- The absolute top 
quality in the hierarchy of the  St. Ber-
nardus beers. It is also the beer with the 
highest alcohol content (10.50 %). A 
dark ivory coloured beer with a high 
fermentation. The show piece of the 
brewery. Thanks to its soft and uncondi-
tionally genuine aroma, the beer can be 
smoothly tasted.The Abt has a very fruity 
flavour.      
  
Wittekerke Rose- (pronounced like the 
man’s name ‘Jose’ )- a blend of regular 
Wittekerke, the best Belgian wheat beer, 
known for its fruity aroma and taste, 
together with 10 % of the purest Rasp-
berry fruit.     
    

Zlaty Bazant/ Golden Pheasant Lager 
Beer- Bright yellow-gold hue. Sweet 
herbaceous hop aromas with toasty pale 
malts. Follows through with a smooth, 
and very crisp malt flavors that give way 
to lingering hop bitters on a dry finish. A 
very "true" style of pilsner. a robust, 
full-flavored beer. It exhibits a great 
balance between nutty malt flavors, 
aromatics and delicious noble hop variet-
ies. The finish is clean and refreshing, 
making it a pleasure to drink. It is a 
medium golden lager, modest taste that 
will assuredly appeal to America's 
domestic beer drinkers.   
     
Zhigulevskoye- the second Soviet type 
of beer, revived by the specialists of 
Ochakovo. prepared from the special sort 
of malt, hop and discarded by yeast. This 
beer possesses finely denominated hop 
aroma and pleasing refreshing taste. 
Beer "Zhigulevskoe" has thick and com-
pact spume. 
      
Okocim Beer- Okocim is one of the 
biggest and best-known breweries in 
Poland.Okocim Beer is the highest-class 
beer among the Pilsner brand, with its 
light amber hue, full clarity, characteris-
tic bitter taste, and its intensive aroma of 
hop. It boasts unique taste that must be 
sampled.
      
Okocim Porter- a dark beer with glis-
tening deep brown color, a distinct 
creamy head, a noble aroma with a lay-
ered, almost toffee like finish. Okocim 
Porter also is a delightful dessert beer. 
      
Zywiec- is one of Poland’s top selling 
beer. Since being established in 1856 
strict attention has always been paid to 
keeping to the original recipe. Zywiec has 
a hoppy nose and a pleasant golden hue. 
Its distinctive hop character is aromatic 
but also has qualities of more resinous 
Western hop varieties. It is full of 
flavour, but light in character. Good clear 
golden body with a short lasting white 
head. Hoppy nose, floral as well as 
grassy. Light, crisp and well balanced. 
Nice lemon bitterness, medium body and 
a metallic finish. 
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
